We pray for goodness

Four suggested steps:

1. Place yourself in the presence of God.

2. Ask for the grace you desire today.
Pray that the Holy Spirit may open your eyes to the goodness and beauty
which surrounds you at every turn so that you may show some small bit of
that goodness which gives hope to others.

3. Spend time in prayer and with the song.
Pray as you feel drawn, either sitting in silence or listening to the song.
There is no right or wrong way to do it. Distractions are normal for all of
us. God smiles on our small efforts without judgement or shame.

4. Pray in gratitude.
In your own words, express a simple prayer of thanks to God.

Even at times like these, maybe especially at
times like these, we still see so much goodness. When we look for it, there is still
goodness all around us despite this virus that seems to threaten all that we know
and love.
