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Some weeks, there's so much news that we just need to get to it. With Laudato Si'
Week officially beginning May 16, this is one of those weeks.

We kicked things off Sunday with staff writer Brian Roewe's report about the
Vatican's office of justice and peace inviting the global church to pursue "total
sustainability" in the next decade, a path that would include carbon neutrality,
simpler lifestyles and divestment from fossil fuels.

Also on Sunday, Vatican correspondent Joshua J. McElwee advanced the divestment
story with information from a former official of the Vatican Bank that the institution
had no fossil fuel investments when he worked there 2013-2015. He also provided

reasons why he doubted the bank had any now. Before the week was out, Josh had
confirmed with the bank's director general that it has no investments in the sector.
