Archbishop Giambattista Diquattro has come under a lot of criticism during his
tenure as apostolic nuncio to India and Nepal — chiefly from Indian Catholics who
take him to task for what they see as his inaction on sex scandals, abuse and
corruption in the local hierarchy. Others say that expecting the nuncio to handle
laity's grievances is a misunderstanding of his role. Now, Diquattro is headed to
Brazil, and the Vatican envoy's removal from India brings relief for some
Catholics.

Among the scandals that have roiled the Indian church is the Bishop Franco Mulakkal
case, which Global Sisters Report has been following through its collaboration with
Matters India. In yesterday's report from Kottayam, Indian nun testifies in closed
session of bishop's rape trial.

Early on in the coronavirus pandemic, GSR editor Gail DeGeorge spent time
